Our class has been very busy.  We hatched and let go 15 butterflies!  One more to go!  We are busy reading from our guided reading books daily.  Just a reminder, the guided reading books should come home EVERY evening Mon. – Thurs.  They may be reading all or part of the book each evening, or they may be rereading the book to practice before reading to our Book Buddies, or the dog, Maggie.  They have the option to take home guided reading books on Friday, OR if they haven’t finished reading what they were assigned during the week, they SHOULD take home the guided reading books on Friday.  Please help remind them to return their reading books and their Take-Home folder daily.  It is a good practice to have their Take-Home folder back in their book bags before they go to bed, so they aren’t trying to find things in the early morning. 
The grading period for the first nine weeks, ends Friday, Oct. 21st.  Report cards will go home the following Thursday, October 25th.  


It was wonderful seeing so many of our students and parents at the Open House/Carnival.  The P.T.O. did a marvelous job with all the activities!  Thank you parents and thank you P.T.O.!
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Our class has been doing a great job reading at home!  Our Terrific “T” theme is “Paws for Reading”.   The students are reading and working hard to reach their goal of 100 books in 100 days.  For every 10 books they receive a paw for their chain.  Everyone has read at least 10 books and is off to a great start through the path on our bulletin board.  Isabella and Seth are on the board, reading 10 books, Kolt, Emmily, and Kaylie have read 20 books.  Binyam, Holden, Kennedy, Kaylee, and David have turned in three slips reading 30 books.  Carsen, Trinity, and Carter are already up to 40 books read.  Making it half way up the path and reading 50 books are Mahlet, Brielle, and Kyle!  Great job!  Ian has turned in his slip for reading 60 books. Lucian is close to his goal with 70 books read.  Isabelle and Grace M. have reached 80 books and Dax has made it to 90 books!  Audrey, Grace K, Eleanor, and Ava made it to 100 books and are busy reading more!!   Can they reach 200??  Great job class!  The class is doing an amazing job reading during the week and over weekends.  Remember these totals change constantly as they turn in slips each day.  Each time they turn in a slip, they are to take another slip home.  This month the slip is bright green. Keep reading!!   The titles are being written on their shirts by our wonderful Terrific “T” t-shirt moms.  They look awesome!  The students paw chains are really filling up.  The important idea is for them to read.  Please help them at home pick Just Right Books that are at their ability level.  If they want you to help read with them, make sure they are following the words as you read.  Have them read a page and you read a page, etc.  


Students should be bringing home a study list of spelling words each Monday.  The missed words should be practiced at home as well as at school.  Many of the words seem easy, but are frequently misspelled in their regular writing activities.  Friday (or Thursday if there is an option day) is our posttest, which is taken for a grade.  Spelling words have patterns and help them in reading.  This week we are working with constant blends in words.

Since we are using the Ipads often during the day, if your child has earphones and would like to bring them in, we will keep them with the Ipads.  Please be sure to have their name on them or I can put a piece of tape of them and add their name.  


Also, students should be bringing home a guided reading book Mon. – Friday.  If they fall behind, they may bring them home over the weekend also.  Please help remind them to return the Reading Folder and book every day.


Friday, November 2nd, will be our Fall Party, 1:30-2:30.  (No costumes.)
*When sending in Scholastic Book order money, please make checks out to Scholastic Book Club and put in an envelope with your child’s name.

I will also send book orders in the months of November (in time for Christmas), February, and April.  If you ever want a secret order placed, just put a note in the envelope and I’ll call you when the books arrive.  Also, feel free to go online at www.scholastic.com/bookclubs and order ANY time you’d like.
